M-15.

From the South:

Take 1-75 North to Exit #91 (Clarkston/Ortonville).
Turn Right (North) on M-15. At the second set of
traffic lights turn left (West) on to Hubbard Rd..
Independence Elementary School is on the North side
of Hubbard Rd. about 1/8 mile West from M-15.
